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Objective

In some cases your NAStorage 4525T may unable to boot up properly. It may
cause by various possible reasons. Like defective motherboard, bad memory, bad
power supply, these things may not easy to handle at your end. But if it still can
power on and you still can hear the beep sound when it boots up. There may have
some problem with CF card or the firmware inside CF card. Then you can use
following steps to rewrite firmware to CF card on NAStorage 4525T. It may bring your
NAStorage 4525T alive. If doesn’t please send your NAS back for RMA.

PS. This action will erase all of settings/ configurations on CF card
